Place What is this place called? What is it like? What kind of features does it have? (Human & physical) How and why is it changing? What do people do here? How do people live in this place? (culture)  How do I feel about it? How does it compare to other places? 

Space -  Where is this place? (location)  What is nearby?  How does it connect to other places? How can it be mapped? What is unique about its location? Where are features located & why? How big is it?

Environment -  Environment & Eco systems, fauna & flora, What changes are occurring in the earth’s environment?  How do humans use & change environments / ecosystems?  What changes are occurring here? How do human actions affect this place?  What are human responses to environmental change? What is my response to environmental change? What is my role in pursuing a sustainable future?

Earth systems - Weather, rivers, oceans, mountains, volcanoes, coastlines, erosion, weathering. How is this landform / landscape produced? How/why is it changing? What are the key earth’s processes and cycles that support life on the planet? How / why is it changing? What and where are the key sources of water on the planet? How do people manage / interact with earth's processes? With what result?  How should I interact?

	Other inter-weaving concepts…
Scale -  How does my view of this place change when I zoom in or out? How and why are places connected at different scales? (eg local, regional, national, global)

Interpretation - What do I think of this place? How do I feel about this? How would other people feel?

Diversity - Would everybody like this place? Who might not want to be here? Is this feature good for everybody? 

Time - Has this place / landscape/ ecosystem always looked like this? What has changed? Why has it changed? What do I feel about this?

Interconnections - How does this place connect to other places? How does this process connect to other processes?  How does this feature connect to…?
